GraƟtude is the ability to recognize 
goodness and appreciate it. It trains the 
heart to recognize abundance before 
scarcity, and providence before com-
plaint.  

GraƟtude, then, is its own giŌ. It deep-
ens the steward’s interior response to 
God’s generosity.
